Missouri Standards

Plan identified? (Stake-holders) 
 

 Are those individuals/groups who might assist or resist the implementation of the Action 
Plan identified and their concerns addressed in the development of the plan? 

 
 Is there a positive, productive, and constructive impact of the Action Plan upon the future
